 Minutes of the Business Meeting

1.0 Apologies for absence: Isobel Rennie (Treasurer), Jakki Purden, Stuart McMillan MSP, Ronnie Cowan MP, Community Wardens
2.0 Welcome and Opening Remarks
Paul welcomed everyone to the meeting and apologised for the agenda not being displayed in 2 of the notice boards.  It was explained that notice of the meetings is sent to Inverclyde Now, the Greenock Telegraph etc.  
3.0 Police Matters
Police Officer Martin Cannon reported that in the preceding month 6 crimes were recorded and 2 were detected.  4 undetected crimes: theft of a compactor, a hit and run in Wemyss Bay, wheelie bin fire in Inverkip and the theft of alcohol from Sainsbury’s.  2 priority 1 calls: threat of self harm (knife) and another road traffic incident at the Sainsbury’s junction (driver error – the driver has been charged).  The development of the roundabout is pending Scottish Power input.   
It is not known if the bin fire incident was linked to the bin fire at the church hall.

The missing person enquiry is ongoing.  
4.0 Minutes of Business Meeting held on Thursday 1st December 2016  
Actions from previous minutes is summarised and updated in Appendix 1.  
4.1 Online reporting: Cllr Dorrian informed that Inverclyde Council launched an app for tablets and mobile phones to report pot holes, street lighting faults etc. https://www.inverclyde.gov.uk/environment/roads-lighting/inverclyde-online

5.0 Secretary’s report

Matters of interest included:

5.1 The completion of the cycling and walking pathway.  Tracy queried the stretch of pavement from the Inverkip yacht club to the start of the wooded section at the beginning of the former power station site stating that vegetation growing on the pavement narrows the path, allowing only one person to walk and querying the safety for cyclists alongside the A78 (responsibility of Transerve).  Tracy suggested the path should be cleared of vegetation.  Cllrs agreed to investigate.

5.2 Inverkip Playpark – Will be removed and a new playpark will be located at the Community Hub summer 2017
5.3 Towns and Villages Environment Improvements (Riverside Inverclyde) – drawings/ plans are expected; tenders for the work to commence will follow.

5.4 Inverkip Cemetery – no further plots/ layers are available for sale.  Cllr Nelson requested Inverkip to be included in a feasibility study.  Cllr Dorrian informed that the feasibility study will include extending Greenock cemetery.  Minor works are planned at the cemetery.
6.0 Planning Matters

Alison summarised residential applications and decisions.  The extension to Kelly caravan park has been approved.  

7.0 Roads, Pavements and Lighting
7.1 Main Street, Inverkip – In response to a resident’s query about the legality of a commercial van being parked overnight in a bus stop the police officers explained that the bus company needs to lodge a complaint if they are prevented from accessing the bus stop.   

7.2 Flooding at Bankfoot Roundabout – Jean will report flooding to Transerve.  ACTION: JA

7.3 Exit slip from A78 to Hill Farm lines need repainting – Jean will report to Inverclyde Council                                                 ACTION: JA

8.0 Treasurers Report

8.1 Isobel submitted a note before the meeting:  balance: £2974.62 

8.2 Inverkip Light switch on Christmas Entertainer – the entertainer did not arrive.  The dancing group extended their slot.  The Parent Council asked to keep the IWBCC funding to spend at the school disco however this was refused because it would not benefit all children in the community.  The cheque was returned to IWBCC. 

It was proposed that the £100 payment should be made in retrospect to the dancing group.  Jean expressed an interest so withdrew from the vote.  For: 5, against: 1. The motion was carried.  A cheque for £100 to be sent to the dancing group. ACTION: IR

 It was proposed and agreed unanimously that a donation (amount still to be agreed) should be made to Inverkip Community Initiative to support a community event at the Inverkip Hub.  Paul to communicate this and request an expense the Community Council could meet. ACTION: PC

10.0 AOCB
10.1 Future meetings - Inverkip Hub
The board advised that the meeting rooms are not large enough so IWBCC will continue to meet in the schools.

10.2 Meeting Programme – months with no meetings

IWBCC must meet 10 times each year and it was agreed that the normal summer break (July and August) is too long therefore it was agreed to meet in July and not meet in December 2017.

10.3 Green Gym – A resident informed that the Inverkip Church eco-group are keen to participate in future green gym events.

10.4 Meeting agendas – commitment was made to publish and display meeting agendas 1 week before meetings
10.5 Playing ground at Inverkip Community Hub – the meeting was advised that the contractor will return to complete groundwork in suitable weather and that is will be available for the community to use.  Vacant land next the hub is however privately owned.  

10.6 Free Trees – Eileen spoke about an offer of trees from TCV.  Paul will notify their availability to Inverkip Community Hub 

10.7 School Places – Inverkip Primary

Jean raised concerns about the capacity of Inverkip Primary brought to her attention by parents whose children who reside in Inverkip and have been refused places.  She mentioned there are a number of places taken by the placing request policy.  Cllr Rebecchi asked for details.  ACTION: JA

10.8 Inverkip Library – Paul informed that the library opens in the Inverkip Community Hub week commencing 23rd January 2017.
