 Minutes of the Business Meeting 
Thursday 1st June 2017 at 7.30pm
    Wemyss Bay Primary School 
Present: Jean Anderson(Chair) , Paul Cassidy, Alison Clark (Secretary), David Adams, Tracy Bunton, Isobel Rennie (Treasurer), Eileen Virtue.

1.0 Apologies for absence: Jakki Purdon, Gary Purdon, Police Officer M Cannon..
2.0 Welcome and Opening Remarks
Jean welcomed everyone to the meeting 
3.0 Police Matters
Reported that in the preceding month 6 crimes were recorded and 4 were detected; 2 ongoing involving 2 thefts in Inverkip, - motorbike and burglary. 
There were 98 calls – including 27 youth disorder related (But noted that probably many of these duplicates of same incidents).  There was 1 serious priority one call of report of youths playing “chicken “ on the A78 – but no one found when police attended.
There followed a discussion and report on the outcomes from the meeting chaired by Stuart McMillan MSP in Inverkip Community Hub to discuss the youth disorder problems at Inverkip Beach. Included representatives, from Police Scotland, Community Wardens, Inverclyde Council, Scot Rail, British Transport Police , IWBCC, Harbourside Residents.

There are plans for a coordinated action between all parties over the summer holiday weeks.

4.0 Community Wardens

Community wardens   reported that in the preceding month 32 calls were recorded : 8 alcohol/drugs related, 5 environmental damage, 19 public disorder.   
Question was raised with wardens regarding an enquiry from a resident. Wardens were called out by another resident about a “gang of youths” on space beside the play area within housing estate in Upper Inverkip at around 20:30. Wardens attended and spoke to the children and a parent says they asked them to move on. Children aged between 5-12 and were playing British Bulldog. Parent is unhappy that the children who live in the area, are entitled to play and it was not late for summer evening.
Wardens confirmed they are obliged to check when called out, but would not usually ask children who were  playing to move along. They were not aware of that callout, but can check on background if we can provide more info. 
Jean offered to pass details on.

5.0 Minutes of Business Meeting held on Thursday 11th May 2017

7.1  Alison summarised  applications  - domestic applications 5 in Inverkip, 2 in Wemyss Bay of which 3 approved to date.
8.0 Roads, Pavements and Lighting
8.1   Ardgowan Road, WB – Forbes Place to Shop ,pathway beside the school is broken and uneven in places.  Notified by wheelchair user resident.  Alison has taken photos and registered on the Inverclyde Council App.
8.2 Cllr Rebecchi alerted everyone that he had a report of Japanese Knotweed in WB. It has been reported and Inverclyde Council will be down to inspect and spray as necessary.  Residents should NOT touch or attempt to handle themselves, as this can easily spread the problem. He will find out more info and keep us posted.
9.0 Treasurers Report

9.1 Isobel provided a report current balance: £2710.62.  
     Discussion followed on suggestions for things that we could use money for. 

10.0 AOCB
10.1  Jean brought up the shortage and poor state of Bins in the area – is there  a renewal plan? Cllr Rebecchi will request that the Inverclyde Council team inspect and review the bins in Inverkip/Wemyss Bay.(number of bins, cleaning schedule and state of repair)
Member of the  public commented that the new street sweeper in Wemyss Bay area is excellent and much appreciated. But also that WB is lacking in bins also.

Hilary Cameron, resident, mentioned that the Inverkip Church Eco Group have been performing litter picks in Inverkip. Their latest site was Inverkip Beach. She highlighted difficulty of removing bags of rubbish they collect – unpleasant to have to take it in own car to refuse site. 

Cllrs confirmed that if groups do litter picks  they can alert Inverclyde Council who can provide equipment/bags and arrange to pick up and remove the bags.  
Hilary confirmed she had phoned – and was told “Inverkip too far away”.  Cllr Rebecchi offered to take name and let appropriate Council dept know.

Community Wardens also offered that they willing to pick up bags in their van and take away on behalf of litter pick groups.

IWBCC committee thanked Hilary, as representative of Eco Group, for their litter picking efforts. 

Lack of rubbish bins and more dog poop bins along the coastal path and beach area was also raised. Discussion ensued about possibility of adding a bin to the beach to encourage rubbish to be picked up.  

Cllr Rebecchi offered to check on Inverclyde Council   about possibility of putting bins on the path. 
Alison will speak to Holt Leisure at the Marina.

Jean will speak with Ardgowan Estate.

10.2  Question was raised about derelict Wemyss Bay Hotel
 Cllr Rebecchi confirmed it had been boarded up by Inverclyde Council. Seller has not shared any recent info with Council about current status of sale. 

Pointed out that Inverclyde Council cannot recommend a building for demolitio unless it is deemed to be in a dangerous state. T

10.3  Inverkip Power Station site – latest status is  Inverclyde Council still awaiting developers plans.

10.4 IBM Spango side – there has been a planning application to begin demolition works.
