 Minutes of the Business Meeting

1.0 Apologies for absence: Paul Cassidy, Cllr L Rebecchi, Stuart McMillan MSP
2.0 Welcome and Opening Remarks
Eileen welcomed everyone to the meeting and extended a special welcome to pupils from local schools attending with their parents.
3.0 Marine Environmental Poster Competition

Gary explained that he met with all 6 schools within the catchment area in September 2018 launching the Marine Environmental Poster Competition.  Entries were judged in 20th February 2018 by Community councillors and representation from Ardgowan Estate, Marine Conservation Society, Clyde Marine Planning Partnership and Kip Marina.  Gary announced the competition winners:
1st prize - “Your Litter ends up in the Water” Olivia Francis, St Columbas High School

2nd prize - “Save the Sea” Eden Hegarty, Wemyss Bay Primary School 

3rd prize - “Be Ocean Minded” Eilidh Harkness, Inverclyde Academy

3rd prize - “Plastic’s not Fantastic” Heather Neilson, St Columbas High School

Winners were presented with a framed copy of their work and gift tokens.
Gary will organise a print run of the winning entry and will distribute to display in local businesses and public buildings/ areas.

Police Matters
Reported that since last meeting (1.2.18) 8 reports with 2 crimes being detected.  There have been incidents of undetected theft of £1600 of tools from Brueacre junction, a hit and run at Cornalees; fire raising caravan £10k at Wemyss Bay Caravan Park.  Police are appealing for information.

103 calls were received, none of which were priority 1.  Intervention was carried out on an individual carrying out motor cycle offences in Wemyss Bay.  
The police explained in response to a member of the public’s question about the delay in the Margaret Fleming case that additional evidence is being collated as part of the global investigation. 
4.0 Community Wardens

Community wardens   informed that they responded to 4 reports, carried out 2 community engagement events and 84 building checks during the preceding month.  Reports were 1 public nuisance, 2 alcohol misuse, 1 vehicle related nuisance.  Wardens were called out to Wemyss Bay woods, the young people left and they arranged a clean-up of the area. Wardens are monitoring dog fouling across the area.  
 5.0 Minutes of Business Meeting held on Thursday 1st February 2018 

5.1 Bus Stops A78
Eileen passed on the reply received by Paul about bus stops on the A78 from SPT.  They informed that bus stops would only be located along the A78 through Inverkip in lay bys.  Eileen suggested the development of the roundabout may enable this. 

5.2 Inverkip Sainsbury Roundabout 

Cllr Nelson informed that he attended a meeting with the other 2 councillors with a Corporate Director and roads management.  A report will be presented outlining a new timeframe for the roundabout with works hoped to commence in autumn 2018 with completion by spring 2019.

Actions from previous minutes are summarised and updated in Appendix 1.  

5.3 Bus Service – Upper Inverkip 

Communication from Stuart McMillan informing successful negotiation of the extension of the McGill’s Connect and Go Service to upper Inverkip from 26th March 2018.  Residents can pre book the service to collect from close to home and taken to a timetabled service in Wemyss Bay/ Inverkip.  Leaflets will be with householders and details are available on the McGill’s website.  Residents are encouraged to use the service.

6.0 Vacancies and Office Bearers

Community councillors communicated by email since the date of the last meeting and it was agreed to accept the applications from 2 residents who wished to be considered as co-opted members.

Applications were considered by all 6 IWBCC members and were accepted unanimously.
