 Minutes of the Business Meeting 
Thursday 5th April 2018
    Inverkip Community Hub

In attendance: Cllr. Dorrian, Cllr Rebecchi, Stuart McMillan MSP, Police Officers, Community Wardens, 19 member of the public and David Lees (McGills Buses)
1.0 Apologies for absence: Ronnie Cowan MP, police officer Martin Cannon
2.0 Welcome and Opening Remarks
Eileen welcomed everyone to the meeting and extended a special welcome to David Lees from McGills Buses 
3.0 McGills Bus Service
David Lees explained that the twice hourly (906) services are in place to take passengers from Inverkip directly to Greenock.  The decision was taken to remove the twice hourly (901) service taking passengers through Gourock because 90% of passengers who use McGills service travel to Greenock.  The (547) service was pulled because it was not economical.  

David went on to explain the Connect and Go which launched on 27th March 2018; a few residents had used the service.  He explained that McGills are open to suggestions and will consider change requests from residents if there is demand.    He stated that they are not against reinstating the (901) service  however explained that alterations must be lodged with the Scottish Government and so the next opportunity to introduce changes to the timetable will be after summer 2018.  

Further points:

· Concessionary travel and subsidy are controlled by Strathclyde Passenger Transport
· Connect and Go passenger will be collected from any accessible location in Inverkip or Wemyss Bay where the bus can turn, close to passengers’ homes and within 20 minutes of their call

· Bookings including repeat bookings can be made in advance 

· Passengers will be issued with one ticket that will take them to Wemyss Bay and their onward journey

· Suggestion was made to extend Connect and Go to ensure passengers can connect with the 578 service.

· A programme of work throughout the McGills routes to replace timetables at bus stops has commenced

David reminded everyone to provide feedback to McGills Customer Services tel. no. 0800 051 561.

Eileen offered to summarise points/ questions and email David directly.

4.0 Police Matters
Reported that since the last meeting (8.3.18) 10 reports with 4 crimes being detected.  There was a request for evidence to help with the investigation into the assault of a male in Cliff Terrace Road, Wemyss Bay on 22.2.18.  Entry and theft of property from Mount Stewart Drive
84 calls were received, 3 of which were priority (1) including sheep on a road and a house alarm.  Multi agency plans are in place to prevent/ manage anti-social behaviour at Inverkip beach during the summer weather

Community wardens informed that they responded to 2 calls (public nuisance in Inverkip Primary School and 1 alcohol related incident).  They carried out 2 community engagement events and 83 building checks during the preceding month.

9.0 Roads, Pavements and Lighting
Stuart McMillan MSP expressed his concern with Transerve and the condition of the A78.  He described an infrastructure survey of the whole of Inverclyde involving Scottish Water, SEPA and Transport Scotland.   

A78 repairs – Wemyss Bay to Largs road closures across 3 weekends from 6.4.18.  56 hours are needed to repair the section at Inverkip (Bankfoot) – date to be confirmed.

Demolition of Wemyss Bay Hotel is due to commence.
