 Minutes of the Business Meeting 
3rd May 2018
    Inverkip Community Hub

1.0 Apologies for absence: Cllr. Dorrian, Stuart McMillan MSP, Ronnie Cowan MP
2.0 Welcome and Opening Remarks
Eileen welcomed everyone to the meeting 
3.0 Police Matters
Reported that since the last meeting (5.4.18) there were 5 recorded crimes; 4 were detected.  
110 calls were received, 1 of which was priority (1) an individual who was located and taken to hospital.  An intervention took place with a male driving a small motorbike around Wemyss Bay which was subsequently removed.

3.1 Inverkip Beach - Multi Agency Plans
Police and wardens attended a recent gathering of young people.  Plans are in place to prevent/ manage anti-social behaviour at Inverkip beach during the summer weather.  Scotrail’s participation is still to be confirmed.  Gary agreed to ask Stuart McMillan MSP to enquire about Scotrail’s  status in the 2018 plan.
4.0 Community Wardens

Community wardens informed that they responded to 4 incidents (2 public nuisance; 1 disorderly behaviour; 1vandalism/ environmental damage).  They carried out 10 community engagement events and 97 building checks during the preceding month.  
They referred to regular patrols at Inverkip beach and there being no further issues reported at Wemyss Bay woods.

6.0 Secretary’s report  
6.1 Eileen informed that all relevant correspondence is uploaded to www.inverkip-wemyssbaycc.co.uk/
6.2 Recycling Bins – correspondence from resident complaining about the appearance of recycling bins at Kip Park.  All agreed to call the Council 717171 asking them to be emptied when needed. Eileen will contact the land owner requesting vegetation adjacent to the bins is cut back.  Cllr R to investigate the feasibility of having them relocated to Inverkip toilets car park.  

6.3 Resignation – Community Councillor Jakki Purden submitted resignation with immediate effect.  This was noted and thanks extended to Jakki for her contribution.

6.4 Local Development Plan Consultation – proposed development of Inverkip Power Station site; Spango Valley; Ravenscraig Hospital site.  Concerns were expressed about additional traffic on A78 which is already often congested. Larkfield, Braeside and Branchton Community Council plan to contact IWBCC.  Responses are encouraged and are to be submitted by 29th June 2018.

7.0 Planning Matters
Garry informed that there had been 4 domestic planning applications and a Forrestry application (Old Largs Road).
Demolition of Wemyss Bay Hotel has commenced. 

Inverkip Police House has been sold.

8.0 Roads, Pavements and Lighting
A78 repairs – Repair of a section at Inverkip (Bankfoot) – traffic plan to be agreed.

Road Signs – an additional road sign was requested directing traffic to the slip road.

David agreed to contact Transerve to request all signage is cleaned along the IWBCC section of the A78.   

Concerns were expressed about the section of the A78 between Wemyss Bay train station and Pearson’s garage.

Main Street, Inverkip - River Clyde Homes garden area (adjacent to Police House)  – RCH agreed to repair the damaged wall and remove a tree.

10.0 Riverside Inverclyde (RI)

Eileen met with Fiona Maguire, chief executive of Riverside Inverclyde on 6th April 2018 and discussed funding plans.  The first funding stream is £35k for both Inverkip and Wemyss Bay:

· £10k already spent on Wemyss Bay play park fencing with plans for a further spend for hard standing and a bin store area at the community centre.  
· Inverkip finding could be used for Inverkip recycling bin area is new location is agreed
The second funding stream is to improve and develop identifiable village centres:

· Wemyss Bay:

· War memorial improvement will commence by the end of May

· Permission for signage at the train station/ ferry port is needed from landowner and is expected to be challenging 

· Other suggestions are needed

· Inverkip

· Daff Glen Bridge works will begin before the beginning of the summer

· Repair stone walls, replace feature fencing, develop garden area/ patio, install new fencing at edge of Daff Glen
· Walking route sign – Gary has a quote and ready to apply for funding – location to be agreed
· Gardening Club – a note from the last meeting was circulated by Jakki.  A list of items and approximate prices are to be submitted to IWBCC.  Irene agreed to progress. 

· Access from Hub to Bowling Club – Eileen suggested to Cllr Rebecchi  that the Bowling Club approach IWBCC 

· Daff Glen - Unpaid work group – Eileen will submit a grant application to pay for material to repair a section of the path including drainage.  A quote is to be obtained to repair fencing
· Ardgowan Estate are prepared to lease land for a community garden or allotments.  IWBCC to provide proposals
· Heritage Project – Eileen suggested funding could be made available for a digital Heritage Project

12.1 IWBCC Resignations
