Police Report:

8 remain undetected including vandalism of a plant pot, theft of an off road bike, hit and run to a vehicle in Inverkip
A discussion took place about Inverkip beach this year – those present agreed it had been quieter than in previous years and felt that the various measures by British Transport Police, Abellio, The local wardens and the police had worked.

Secretary Report:

· There is formal notice of the Community Council Elections. All community councillors must be elected/re elected. Dates are unknown as yet but it is likely to be mid September for nominations. Several current community councillors have indicated that they wish to stand down but will support a new community council when needed.
· Eileen to chase getting venues booked for the year – Action EV

· Received notification that funding for CC’s may change. We get £ 1310 for our area. Cll Rebecchi said that CC’s must spend their money in an acceptable way. Eileen said that we manage out money well and accounts are transparent.

· Helen asked if there would be any training for new community councillors ar meetings between community councils to share ideas and good practice. Cll Rebecchi suggested that contact was made to Peter Macdonald – Action HB

· Fiona Hood is now the local CC link worker based at Wemyss Bay and Skelmorlie GP practice.

· Grants: Wemyss Bay community centre – benches and picnic tables, got quote and Eileen waiting for approval to spend

· Eileen putting in an application for funding for a woodland path at Inverkip primary school playground – requires planters, soil and plants

· Inverkip parents association – asking for support for a playground gym, no funding granted from Inverclyde council (require £9000). The PA is trying to fund it. Cll Rebecchi to investigate what is required and what support can come from the council.
· Science Centre roadshow went well at Inverkip hub – to take place at Wemyss Bay  on 12th August

Planning:

· Hoarding for new houses to go up if planning approved
· Inverkip sub station including pylons to be removed

· Traffic order for remembrance day parade – no objections.
Roads Pavements and Lighting:
· Cones along Inverkip main street – not sure why
· Bollard at boat club – outstanding action from previous meeting – ACTION Cll Rebecchi

· Parking on Inverkip Main street – another bollard at Police house – no action form previous meeting – Cll Rebecchi to investigate

· Discussion about pavement parking – final stage of bill to go through Scottish parliament, local authorities have flexibility

· Hilary Cameron raised that 3 areas in Inverkip look terrible and don’t provide a good image of the village – The old playpark, the old tennis court and the area of ground between Sainsburys and the hub. Cll Rebecchi informed the CC that the same person owns these pieces of land. The council is unable to maintain them.

· Hilary Cameron mentioned that next year will be the 100th anniversary of the unveiling of the war memorial. There are plans to mark the day with a parade for families and the local school to recreate what happened that day. The CC advised that they would support this and have PA system that can be used. The desire is for a permanent memorial – perhaps a cairn. EV suggested that this could also be used for the time capsule which has been on the CC agenda.
