3 Police Matters and Community Wardens Report:  
Police – there were 8 recoded crimes and 7 remain undetected. The undetected crimes include the theft of a trailer from the marina; theft from a motor vehicle in Ardoch Drive, vehicle hitting the railway bridge on Dunrod Road and reports of a prowler in Inverkip.
Martin Cannon encouraged all residents to report incidents of prowling as not every case mentioned recently on social media is known to the Police.

Residents should use the 999 number if an incident is underway and not the 101 number.

Matters Arising:

Water and Wemyss Bay Hotel/CO OP site – Cllr Rebecchi reported that he thinks a new pipe is in place. Stuart McMillan had asked Scottish Water about the issue and was informed it is not their responsibility. Cllr Rebecchi agreed to follow up.
Bollard at the Boat Club – not done. Cllr Rebecchi to follow up again

Bollard at Police House –It was reported that the school is not keen for another bollard as the current arrangement allows for a safer walking area – a new bollard would not allow a pram to pass on the pavement. Item Closed

Land between Sainsburys & Hub maintenance/tennis court and old playpark – it was reported that the three areas mentioned in the previous meeting will have the grass cut and tidied up. They are not Inverclyde Council areas and are privately owned.

Hub Extension – it has started and then stopped because of a planning issue – no finish date agreed but unlikely to be this side of Christmas.
