3 Police Matters and Community Wardens Report:  
4 Minutes of Last Meeting:

5 Secretary Report:
· Trail Bikes – a resident had been in touch to get advice about the use of trail bikes this was reported to the Wardens and the Police , no advice had been received and residents are reminded to call the Police at the time. Cllr Rebecchi advised that the more calls that are received the more likely the incidents are to be investigated.

· Stuart McMillan reported back about a conversations he had had with the Community Wardens service and with Debbie Reilly the Inverclyde Police area commander. The feedback about wardens remaining in their vehicles was taken on board. The wardens continue to monitor antisocial behaviour and Cllr Rebecchi suggested that residents keep note of dates/times when they call.
· Disappointment was noted about the vandalism of the rainbows which have been put up around Inverkip by our own Banksy. The Police were informed of an incident where individuals were intimidated by a group of youths while trying to fix the rainbow on the bridge over the A78.

· Communal bins remain full to overflowing a lot of the time – residents are reminded that to call Inverclyde Council to get them emptied. Or use the easy Inverclyde Council APP on your phone .
