3 Police Matters and Community Wardens Report:

4 Minutes of Last Meeting:
Proposed by Eileen Virtue and were seconded by Peter Breslin
Matters Arising:

· Branchton Junction – Paul discussed with Scott Allen at Inverclyde Council – the work at the junction is controlled by Transport Scotland and since it is within “permitted development rights” it does not require local council permission. Cllr Rebecchi reported that he believed that local residents were in dialogue with Transport Scotland.

· Sainsburys Junction – this work is part of the “City Deal”. The new road layout (traffic lights) has been with Transport Scotland for some time now with no progress. Cllr Rebecchi noted that Inverclyde Council had written to Transport Scotland and had indicated that Inverclyde Council would take on the project and could deliver this next year. To follow up.

· Pedestrian Crossing at the Co – Op in Wemyss Bay – the community council has written to Transport Scotland – no reply received – to follow up.

5 Secretary Report:
· Received notification of a meeting of Clyde Muirsheil Consultative Forum
· New scheme of funding approved by Inverclyde Council. The grant is now split into two, allowing community councils more flexibility in spending. The project part of the grant can be spent on projects “likely to advance, promote or improve the well being of any part of it’s community council area or anyone living in that area”.

· Crawl Spaces at primary schools – the community council agreed to support this and a letter will be sent to Stuart McMillans Office
· A resident has written to the Community council to complain about overgrowth at the war memorial car park and damage to a fence at the boat club in Inverkip. Eileen has raised tickets for both of these jobs with Inverclyde Council.
· Many NHS updates are now received by the community council relating to local services at Inverclyde Royal and other health updates. These will be put onto our website.
