4 Minutes of Last Meeting:
Proposed by Eileen Virtue and seconded by Peter Breslin.

Matters Arising: 
Traffic Management Survey – Paul reported that there has been good coverage of the issues in the Greenock Telegraph and around 200 responses have been received so far.

Parking on pavements – Helen Blackwell followed this up and will report back to the resident – the Police going to take a look as when operations allow – to be removed from action list
Lighting on foot bridge - Paul Cassidy spoke to Transport Scotland and they have asked Amey to look into this. Transport Scotland to ask the council to conduct a survey to ascertain the level of lighting on the bridge – then a decision will be made regarding lighting. ACTION – Follow Up by CC
Co Op  Pedestrian Crossing – Transport Scotland told Paul Cassidy that the developer has now ordered the materials for the crossing. It should be finished by the end of March/April ACTION – Follow up by CC. Stuart McMillan advised that he had spoken with Transport Scotland and had been told that the reason the lights are frequently stuck on red is due to the battery life.
Upkeep of Tennis Courts/Land between Sainsbury’s and the Hub/Old Swing Park  -Cll Rebecchi and Peter Breslin along with resident Andrew Bell had a positive meeting with the owner of the land and agreed some ideas for making those areas tidier until they are developed. The community council thanked those involved in taking this forward. A group of volunteers will begin by clearing the ground.
Bins/Fly Tipping  - behind the chippy - mattress – update - now gone

Bins –  Helen Blackwell reported back from a meeting the Community Engagement and Communication Group had with Alan Walker from the Council. It was agreed that the blue reclycling bins would be removed and additional glass bins be put down at the old power station entrance. Instead the council removed all the bins from the village and put glass bins by the power station. The community council agreed to wait until after the next community engagement and communication group before asking them for bringing them back. UPDATE – glass bins now back in the village.

A closure of the offside lane on the A78 eastbound at Bankfoot Roundabout will also be required to accommodate the contraflow.

Southbound traffic from the A8 will exit to the A779 Bullring Roundabout and re-join the A78 at Bankfoot Roundabout.

Residents asked what the plans were for the land next to Langhouse Road/Old Cemetery – a children’s playpark had been mentioned or new trees. 
Catriona McLafferty asked could the Council check the road – big potholes reported and bad flooding during rain since the new houses have been built 

Cianno Rebecchi agreed to report these back to Inverclyde Council

Ardgowan Road Wemyss Bay – a temporary speed sign has been put up. A speed survey has been planned when covid restrictions allow. Alastair Montgomery asked the Council to act as the road surface is terrible.

Helen Blackwell reported that a resident had asked could there be additional dog waste bins around the Marina area. Alan Walker from Inverclyde Council was asked this when the Communication and Engagament group met with him about the reclycling bins – to be followed up.

Andrew Bell mentioned that a contract is to be drawn up with Rico about the tennis courts and playpark land – Cllr Rebecchi agreed to chase that. 

Peter Breslin mentioned that some funding would be required for the land and asked if there were any funding sources that could be tapped into. A resident asked in the local Primary School could use this as project for the children to get involved.
