3 Police Matters and Community Wardens Report:  
Warden report – received in October. Responded to 2 incidents – neighbourhood noise and public nuisance.
4 Minutes of Last Meeting:
· Traffic Survey results – letter sent to Transport Scotland regarding the wish to reduce the speed limit on the A78 past Inverkip.
· Bus from Inverkip to Gourock  - Eileen to follow up with MSP. Caroline Champion commented that this was discussed at the Communications and Engagement group and a meeting is to be held with SPT however Cllr Rebecchi said that SPT cannot tell operators which routes to run. Caroline replied that local people must be involved in the procurement and specification of services otherwise they risk not meeting the needs of the population they serve – as now.

· Rubbish Bins/Dog Bins – the Community Council wrote to Ardgowan estate, Holt Marine and Inverclyde Council regarding the responsibilities of each for rubbish bins along the coastal path and in the marina area. So far only one reply from Ardgowan Estate who say that next financial year Inverclyde Council will take over maintenance of the path from Lunderston Bay to Inverkip. 
· Post Office /Co Op – letter written asking the PO to consider a space within the Co Op in Wemyss Bay. No reply as yet.

· Heritage Board – Andrew Bell liaising with Eileen re replacement boards and content.

· Signage on A78 at new Co OP lights – Transport Scotland is speaking with the developer to ensure it is completed – unsure of the timetable.

· Footpath covered in soil/overgrowth at Boat Club pavement area – Paul contacted Amey. They said that it is Inverclyde Council’s responsibility, however it is Amey and Paul will follow this up.

7 Roads Pavements and Lighting:
Caroline Champion reported that a participatory budgeting exercise is to take place and the community have an opportunity to vote for priorities.
AM mentioned again that in other council areas such as North Ayrshire localities are kept nicely and he mentioned that a nice bench and litter bins would be welcomed at the front on Wemyss Bay. Cllr Rebecchi reported that the missing litter bin would be replaced in Ardgowan Road
Cllr Rebecchi mentioned a volunteer litter picking group had held a meeting in the Beacon and he had attended. He was unable to tell us the name of the group or who organised it. The Community Council expressed disappointment that representatives from Community Councils had not been invited.  Caroline Champion asked Cllr Rebecchi how Inverclyde Council performs against national recycling targets. Cllr Rebecchi to ask Alan Walker to provide information.
Elizabeth Canning advised that a litter picking group in Wemyss Bay is now active and Cllr Rebecchi agreed to provide litter picks. The primary school is supporting by designing posters. Next date is 21st December, 10 am community centre.

Elizabeth also asked about a piece of ground along the road in Wemyss Bay – unclear of ownership but lots of flytipping there. Cllr Rebecchi agreed to look into this.
