POLICE MATTERS AND COMMUNITY WARDENS REPORT: 
Welcomed and Introduced new Community Liaison officer PC Stewart O’Neill.
Officers advised all to utilise the Police Scotland website for reporting any incidents, further advising that all emergency incidents should be reported via 999 call.
Residents are advised to ensure all incidents or concerns are reported and logged as this helps raise awareness for police divisional prioritisation of resources. 
Police and wardens service rely on residents helping by them reporting concerns not just if witnessing an incident in progress but also if see groups gathering, or are worried about potential issues starting – it gives opportunity for police and wardens to head-off situations and manage them more effectively.  
Everyone aware of issues with getting through on 101 line, but persist as all reports help give divisional police command accrate pictures of what /where resources need to be allocated. Inverkip & Wemyss Bay are not worst areas, and with limited resources it may be that police and wardens vans are occupied elsewhere,and not able to respond immediately. 
Public can also use leave emails/messages on the Local Community Police website for local officers to pick up. 
Wardens service report attached in appendix A. Fairly quiet just now in our area. Probably helped by the recent weather and not in peak holiday time yet.
Community Police and Wardens teams are engaging again this year with the Interagency Task Force planning on joint efforts to manage anticipated usual seasonal increases in youth gatherings. And there are plans as per previous years along with BT Transport Police, MSP/MP, Inverclyde pastors,etc for joint actions.(which cannot be shared here)
Dave thanked Police and Wardens on behalf of IWBCC.

 At this point, Calum and Nicole from CLD took control of the Meeting
To officiate on behalf of Inverclyde Council, to formally kick off the new Community Council after the recent elections.

Covid Memorial Labyrinth Project: 
Dave met on IWBCC behalf with Rig Arts & artist at proposed Inverkip & Wemyss Bay memorial site – Lunderston Bay to discuss and highlight our concerns and disappointment with the proposed location, accessibility and lack of meaningful consultation. 
Concerns included location not being within or near either of our villages nor readily accessible via foot or public transport. Also no access with those with impaired mobility to get to the proposed site (within the old playpark area at Lunderston Bay). In addition not utilising local businesses in their construction(as contracted to a Paisley based firm) We had also suggested a possinle alternative location of the park area behind Wemyss Bay Community Pavilion.
Project is funded by grant from Scottish Govt independently applied for by Rig Arts - not part of planned Inverclyde Council Covid memorial project nor in partnership with them. Funding of £17K per memorial granted ,for Kilmalcolm, Gourock, Greenock, Port Glasgow and Inverkip&Wemyss Bay. 
Rig Arts are applying to Inverclyde Council to request the memorials be located on Inverclyde Council owned or managed land – due to go to IC Environment & Regeneration committed next month.
As we did not feel our concerns being taken to be take onboard specifically regarding the IWB memorial plans – we discussed and decided to voice our concerns in letter to Inverclyde Council. 
We are not against the project ideas, but do not feel that a memorial purporting to be for Inverkip & Wemyss Bay is located outwith our actual village areas.
Eileen as secretary to send to IC on our behalf. (Done  Francis & Eileen drafted email and sent to Stuart Jamieson IC, copying our local Councillors, CC members on 15 March.)

Dementia Care – Your Voice: 
Bethan Dunsmore joined us from Inverclyde Your Voice. 
Explained about her role at Your Voice as part of Dementia Friendly Initiative . 
She encouraged IWBCC to sign up to this initiative to champion Inverclyde as dementia friendly space – which involves asking community groups to sign up to the 5 pledges to supporting dementia sufferers in Inverclyde. 
Discussed and agreed would be something IWBCC happy to be involved with. 
We agreed to discuss further with Church/Hub/Community Association about hosting awareness session /fundraiser in our area.

IC school leavers statistics 2022/2023 96.4% into work/training/further education. 9th best council area in Scotland.
IC community funding (round 2) – Warm Hands of Friendship initiative grants to Inverkip Hub (£1500 )and Inverkip, Skelmorlie & Wemyss Bay Church (£480)
HSCP consultation budget cuts - £5.2m savings
IC disappointed on move 450 jobs out of area. Actively pursuing options with parent companies to try and encourage them to stay 
Motion before IC to recognise the Inverclyde Big Beach Clean Project  which is running between 5/3/2024 and 20/4/2024.
Environment & Regen Committee – approving road maintenance plan including in our area:
          Millhouse Road Inverkip – resurfacing
