AOB
Dave advised that Inverclyde Council had turned down planning permission for a covid memorial planned locally by Rig Arts until further consultation had been undertaken with the CC.
Andrew reported Rig Arts had contacted the WBCA, but it had been noted they had not been engaging with the CC.
Andrew advised he has drafts for the proposed historic heritage board for Inverkip village. He is currently considering various funding options.
Dave advised Ardgowan estate has approved proposals for renovation work on the Daff Glen pathway. Dave advised funding will be required for this project. This project may also include an information board.
Eileen advised there are currently two planned projects for the purchase of an outside bench/table for Wemyss Bay Community Hall and for a Friendship bench for Inverkip Primary School.
Resident asked if there had been any anti-social behaviour recently, Andrew advised there had been some at station road area. A Resident had resorted to shouting at them after having their door kicked.
Nicole advised she would no longer be attending meetings for IWBCC, she introduced her colleague Janice Boyd L&D worker who will offer support in future.
Innes raised the question of McGill’s bus company threatening to withdraw services locally and highlighted age and mobility concerns, lack of transport locally was discussed.
Cllr Cassidy gave a brief account of the difficulties Inverclyde have experienced in correspondence with the McGill’s company.
A Resident raised the concern regarding the parking of a Scout Van that had partially blocked and narrowing a road, this caused a fire brigade difficulty in passing.
Cllr Cassidy advised the proposed 20mph limit for Inverkip and Wemyss Bay continues to be blocked as an elected member raised concerns. All other areas for speed restrictions have been approved.
Eileen advised Cllr Cassidy that the IWBCC would if required, help or assist Inverclyde Council regarding Inverkip and Wemyss Bay road issues.
Nicole advised that current locality plans are still in place and asked are the current priorities relevant to the area? A change of Venue for next meeting was suggested to the WB community Hall, which the CLD could use as a drop in for the survey.
Frances advised there had been mention on Face book regarding the poor state of Swallow brae playpark. After discussion it was noted that either a residents association or factor requires to formally apply to the council to have the play park adopted by the council for maintenance.
