COMMUNITY WARDENS REPORT

There had been one call locally in April for disorderly behaviour, one call for intimidation/harassment and five calls for public nuisance. There had been 27 calls for the same period last year.
There had also been 4 community warden engagements locally in April.
Forty-six vulnerable building checks were also carried out.
Mrs Gillespie HT advised Mr J Adam Community Warden that the local Nursery playhouse and garden had been damaged/vandalised again. Security Cameras at the Nursery do not capture the whole area. Teenagers were seen on camera in the vicinity. Community wardens were not aware of this and will increase patrols.
Mr Adam advised Community Wardens now have control of vehicular cameras for monitoring behaviours.

Minutes of previous meeting were approved and accepted. 



TREASURER’S REPORT
Frances CC Treasurer advised expenditure for May 2024 was £150 for WB gala day, £150 for Kip Fest plus Web posting was £ 304.80, Current balance is £3996.59.
Admin supplies still to be accounted for, currently awaiting invoices.
Dave CC Chair has and will manufacture keyrings for upcoming local events, he will inform of cost at later date. These will be available at upcoming events. 

 SECRETARY’S REPORT / CORRESPONDENCE 

Eileen CC Secretary advised there had been various correspondence recently. Robert from the Inverkip hub had informed of a meeting at the Wellington allotments regarding Keep Scotland Beautiful 04/06/2024.
Email regarding a traffic regulation order.
An invite was received for the Kirking of the council on 16/06/2024.
An email was received from a resident advising of their pleasure regarding the resurfacing of Langhouse Rd.


PLANNING MATTERS
Dave CC Chair advised that the planning application for houses at the Seacroft cottage site had been withdrawn by the developers.
Dave CC Chair advised that planning of flats at Inverkip had now been given full permission to proceed, this proposal had already been out for consultation for 6 months. The proposal was for 30 to 40 flats. There had been some recent objections and concerns from residents.
D. Henderson Resident stated he was concerned regarding the increase in traffic and congestion during the build.
Dave CC chair advised a new location in Wemyss bay had been identified as a suitable site by Rig arts for the proposed covid memorial Labyrinth. 
Scot CC member advised he was unhappy with this project as only 3 Wemyss Bay residents had been consulted regarding the choice of memorial and should not proceed. 
Cllr Cassidy advised that Rig Arts had not fully engaged with any CC’s, it was noted these projects were funded by the Scottish government and not local authority, so no block of project is currently available. Residents could however contact Scottish government if unhappy.





Martin CC member raised the point of requesting the proposed builders to attend a CC meeting for a Q&A session.
Cllr P. Cassidy advised that works at the local Coop had to be extended due to unforeseen rock levels.

Cllr P. Cassidy advised the council was still awaiting an independent report regarding the 20mph zone for Inverkip and Wemyss bay.
B. Sneddon Resident raised concerns regarding speeding in Wemyss Bay and particularly noted that the mini round about as being hazardous. He felt that speed bumps may be a useful traffic calming measure. 
Mrs Gillespie HT WBPS advised that road safety was discussed regularly by the School Parents Committee. There are multiple school buses in a relatively small area, concern has been raised with the relevant authorities.
It was noted that any future 20mph limit can be enforceable by the Police.
There have been no further concerns regarding the Scout van/minibus parking obstruction in Inverkip.
Mrs Gillespie advised there is a two weekly school newsletter, this could include information from the IWBCC.
Eileen CC Treasurer is currently collating quotes for various CC projects.
1. Benches, picnic table and notice board for WB community Hall.
2. Inverkip Primary School friendship bench
3. Planters, bench and gate for Daff Glen
4. Replacement heritage board
5. A viewfinder/cairn idea was proposed for Inverkip.

Malcolm Resident questioned why the local GP practice was always locked and access appeared to be restricted when other practices and health carer services are now open? He advised the practice numbers are too large for one GP and that the practice list is currently closed to new patients. He requested that the practice manager be invited to a CC meeting. He advised of problems getting through by phone (30 minutes) and the difficulty in obtaining an appointment.





Cllr P. Cassidy
 Advised that NHS Ayrshire and Arran could once again be contacted for comment.
 Advised that Inverclyde Adult Mental health had received a good report following inspection.
There had been 30 local employers present at last months job fair with approx. 500 attendees.
There is a new tourist stand at the Cruise terminal, 200k passengers expected this year with a boost of £26 million to the Scottish economy.
Martin CC member commented regarding the poor state of the loch Thom Road.
Cllr P. Cassidy advised that the Dunrod Rd project will commence later this year and be completed next year. The Old Largs Rd at loch Thom had been overused particularly by large heavy vehicles causing damage. There may be possible future weight restrictions put in place.
J. Boyd CLD gave thanks to everyone who had completed the recent survey.
B. Sneddon Resident informed the meeting of his concern regarding local children using electric scooters in a dangerous manner. He asked if this could be added to the school letter as a warning/alert to others to be careful.
