CHAIR’S WELCOME:
Dave CC Chair, chaired the meeting and welcomed all.

COMMUNITY WARDENS REPORT
Mr J. Adam informed the meeting there had been two recent reports of alcohol misuse in May, and six episodes of public nuisance.
There had been 7 community engagements by wardens during May. These activities were not related to any anti-social behaviours.
72 regular vulnerable building checks were completed by community wardens.

further advised the community wardens can help faster if calls are made quickly and not to wait for CC meetings to raise concerns.

Dave CC chair introduced CC members and advised there were currently 6 active CC members with a capacity for 9. If anyone is interested in joining the IWBCC please approach any of the current members for further information. New members can be co opted in the first instance.
Dave advised that paraphernalia for the CC is now available, for example key ring fobs with a QR code which provides information on local history. Leaflets are also available. A competition with the two local primary’s to design a CC logo has been completed, a winner has been chosen.

SECRETARY’S REPORT / CORRESPONDENCE

 AOB
Resident question, do local councillors attend the CC meetings, Dave CC Chair advised all councillors are invited to the IWBCC meetings, all have attended at some point in the past. It was noted that Cllr Cassidy who is in attendance today generally attends all meetings.
Dave CC chair advised that he would contact the local GP practice manager to enquire into the locked door policy they continue to implement.
Resident asked question regarding Inverkip childrens use of the artificial pitch at the hub. They currently pay a nominal £1 fee however the pitch is closed at weekends and holidays. Adding that more needs to be done for the kids to have access.
Cllr Cassidy advised the WB pitch is owned by the council, however the Inverkip pitch is leased to the hub.

As the hub is not open at the weekends then no supervision of the site is available.
Cllr Cassidy advised the hub had leased the pitch for 19 years and he would liaise with them on this matter.
The local authority currently provide some level of protected funding to them.
Resident D. Little raised the issue regarding a community space currently identified for redevelopment into flats within Inverkip. She advised that planning has already been approved and that 62 objections/concerns had been raised. The development was proposed to be for retirement flats however it was noted that some of these were for 3-bedroom accommodation.  
Cllr Cassidy replied that full planning had not been approved and that this was only an initial stage application in principle. It is currently a designated ‘brown space’. An environmental impact assessment would be carried out at any final planning stage. Cllr Cassidy advised there were strict criteria regarding refusing any planning applications. Any objections need to be individually submitted.

Funding had now opened for voluntary and community organisations. There are caps of £10k per application.
A local librarian had recently won a national award for pioneering projects.
Approved funds for business support for more West Blackhall St businesses, additional funding of £100k.
There has been a recent Crackdown on blue badge enforcement, parking with a disability blue badge.
The 20mph speed restrictions for Inverkip and Wemyss Bay may be discussed at the next meeting
