2.  Welcome and Opening Remarks

Eileen acted as Minutes Secretary, while David chaired this evening and welcomed everyone to the meeting .

We also reiterated our thanks to Helen Blackwell for her hard work as our secretary over past year, as she has now sadly left us to move out of the area.  We also thanked Cllr Paul Cassidy as one of our most active local councillors for his ongoing help and support of IWBCC.
