[bookmark: _Hlk186978492]Dunrod Rd repairs- due to Govt funding cuts – IC redesigning road plan within new budget. Delaying the move to tender process – no firm outlook, but IC hope to have some news soon in New Year.
Traffic Lights Inverkip A78 (Sainsbury junction) – latest news City Deal Cabinet signed off the revised IC costing last week. IC will now proceed with tendering process. Outlook work would commence in 2025. 
Power station site Inverkip – no news /updates regarding redevelopment plans.
20 mph speed limit now actioned for Inverkip Main Street, WB Station Road. 
IC Phase2 potential traffic calming measures for next year. 
Questions raised (Cllr Cassidy to take up with IC Roads on our behalf):
    Road markings Inverkip Main Street faded/not refreshed – after resurfacing work. (Isobel)
    30mph  sign at top of Station Road ,Inverkip – not clearly visible  (Gaby )
     Discussion/suggestions that Spey Road , Finnockbog Road should be 30 mph limits. 
            (portion of them are currently national speed limit) 
      Millhouse Road, Inverkip – Dave CC raised issue that partially overgrown 
                        and difficult for walkers/cycle users and vehicle traffic. 

Christmas Tree Lights switch on events : 29 November 2024 – Inverkip at 5:30pm, Wemyss Bay at 7pm 
Martin CC raised congratulations from IWBCC on the improvements to the coastal path surfacing between Lunderston Bay and Inverkip Beach.
Police Station derelict site Inverkip – has now apparently been sold, but no info on any plans for it. Martin CC will add to his to-do list to see if can find out more.


Actions ongoing from last meeting: 
WB surgery- Scot  CC contacted the practice manager to discuss residents concerns raised at previously. 
IWBCC to contact transport Scotland to reduce the speed limit to 40mph prior to road upgrade.
Inverkip marina bridge repairs IWBCC to ask for any update/outlook from Ardgowan Estate /Inverkip Marina. 
Heritage Notice board – ongoing actions. Dave CC Chair has received additional quote. Andrew CC & Dave CC been discussing possible funding contributions from ICE , Kip Marina.    
Community Land Scotland -  Martin has contacted them regarding processes around how community type ownership projects work out of interest for future knowledge. Not easy, shortterm process.

Cllr P. Cassidy advised of winter support package from Inverclyde Council 
Warm Hands Friendship drop in sessions being funded throughout Inverclyde area again.
IC tax credit extra fund payment to help over loss of Winter fuel allowances from government.
Will be administered through the Council Tax system and IC will contact eligible residents to explain how it will work.
