Report provided via Eileen CC Sec.
Inverkip junction- work may start in March 2025.
Coastal path- £330 K used in funding, now complete, widened to 3 meters. Unfortunately a small section was damaged due to a fallen tree becoming uprooted.
Equality matters- Residents asked to complete online survey to influence and guide IC. Links can be found on the IWBCC FB page and website.
ASN expansion- x10 new spaces available at Clydeview academy. Consultation ongoing until 10/03/2025.
Invergrow Project- £31k from UK government to improve growers’ projects. 11 groups supported last year, Applications for grants open until 19/02.
IC budget- same approved with savings agreed of £750k, 13 council jobs will be lost due to the savings. £2million of council reserves will also be utilised.
IC CEO- Louise Long IC CEO has left post.

AOB

Mr G. Mc Glashan voiced concern regarding Police being unable to report on local crimes at CC meetings. He stated they are a public body and here to serve the public. Mr McGlashan quoted from a previous Greenock Telegraph article/report regarding local police, highlighting “lack of information provided” and “Information withheld from the public”.
Eileen CC Sec advised we are inly able to have verbal feedback now, printouts of local crimes are now not available.
Mr G McGlashan felt the current feedback is too vague and as per Telegraph article needs more transparency.
J. Benson advised she had wanted to speak to the Community Police regarding Vandalism to her metal fence.
Martin CC chair advised her it may be helpful to speak to the local headmistress.
Andrew CC advised also to contact the local wardens who provide a good service on such matters.
Andrew CC stated he was concerned regarding speeding from Hotel to station Rd, there was also a continued issue regarding parking on pavements. No room left for pedestrians or children on the pavement. He asked if we could request yellow lines?
Eileen CC Sec asked if Traffic wardens or Police can attend the sites?
Martin advised that speed bumps also require re painting.



Scot CC asked about Sheildhill Rd project, previously stated at CC meeting that delay may have been caused by Scottish government withdrawing £200k funding from same. Scot advised that IC appeared to have prioritised other projects financially. May require clarification from with assistance from Cllr P. Cassidy.
Scot CC provided feedback received from the WB GP practice manager regarding forwarded questions and an article provided by Mr A. Montgomery.
 
1. Is the GP practice now open door? previously closed to public. Doors were opened prior to the festive period.    

2. Can the automatic telephone message be shortened? The message has been updated and we’re currently awaiting an update to the message from our phone provider

4. Is there any update regarding staffing GP's/ Nursing? We have interviewed and offers have been made to new personnel. We are currently awaiting finalised paperwork from the health board for the Scottish performers list, which will allow the new staff to be work
