J. Anderson reported noisy youths have been arriving in Inverkip again by train. 
Mr Adams advised extra patrols by Wardens may be put in place.
Discussion was held regarding the legality of electric scooters being used locally.
Wardens and Police can be called regarding this issue.
Discussion and concern were raised regarding recent reports of children being filmed or photographed in Inverclyde playparks.
Mr J. Adams provided a remit of the Warden’s service to residents present.
Mr Adams stated they are mostly utilised as professional witnesses, however at times have been victims of physical assault. 
Currently the Wardens have access to three service vans for the Inverclyde area.

TREASURER’S REPORT
F. Cassidy reported that current financial balance stands at £4371.70.
Donation for Kip Fest is in hand, CC Treasurer will deal with same.

SECRETARY’S REPORT / CORRESPONDENCE
M. Armstrong read out previous correspondence in the absence of CC secretary.
M. Armstrong CC updated regarding Greenock Cut pathway, stated it would be kept on the agenda for next meeting.
Update provided regarding Hydro Scheme funding, still has 1 year for work to commence.
Kip Marina old bridge. No further forward, stalemate between Marina and Ardgowan Estate.
R. Kirkpatrick advised he has a meeting with G. Clarke of Ardgowan Estate and will raise the bridge matter with him.
Invite to be sent to Ardgowan hospice to attend CC meeting at Inverkip?
Martin advised the Greenock cut was constructed between 1925-27, still has 2 years before centenary celebration.

Advised the meeting he had attended the environmental and Generation meeting at IC, he advised he had requested that double the effort was made to communicate with all residents affected.
R. Kirkpatrick, business owner of Ardgowan fisheries advised he had no communication from Inverclyde Council in the recent past.
Cllr P. Cassidy advised he would contact ‘Stuart’ at IC to address this issue.
Cllr P. Cassidy advised that IC has approved a road asset management plan of £2.86million.
Locally Lomond Rd and Cullin Crescent have been identified for possible resurfacing of roads and footpaths. Toward and Inellan footpaths are on a reserve list.
Two nature preservation projects can now go ahead after funds were Received from the Scottish government. 
1. Cornaleese Nature path
2. Wemyss Bay woods and paths
Stuart Jamieson has been appointed as the new council CEO, he has worked for IC for approx. 25 years.
J. Anderson asked if local roads are assessed?
Cllr P. Cassidy advised road issues can be reported on the IC website however an IC app isn’t working.
J. Anderson advised the footpaths at Inverkip primary school is terrible and difficult for prams or wheelchair users.
L. Watters commented on litter around Inverkip village.
Cllr P. Cassidy advised that Amey is responsible for the A78 area and IC for anything inside the Inverkip area.
L. Watters also stated she was concerned regarding fly tipping of garden produce in Inverkip. She stated she had been verbally abused when confronting the perpetrator. Stating this was a total disrespect for the area and its residents.
Cllr P.C. advised he would speak with the service manager at environmental Health regarding clearing this.
