AOB
General discussion – noted some annoyance that new roadworks on A78 for resurfacing – when Traffic lights roadworks will only just removed with golive on 14 Nov. 
Cllr Cassidy also confirm Inverclyde Council roads dept also frustrated in trying to coordinate better scheduled works with Transport Scotland/Amey.
Also frustration at lack of project updates from Project Office to local groups. 
Resident raised problems still with potholes and surface water on new road from Power station site towards WB. 
Network Rail culvert at bottom of Spey Road had serious flooding during recent stormy weather – with large flow of water flooding under the road and rail bridges on roadway.
Resident also commented that the new 40 mph road signs are much smaller. 
Resident also raised concern that the IC worker spraying weed suppressant recently – seemed to have been done over leaf mold laying in gutters..questioned if this would be repeated once the debris removed. Cllr Cassidy will take comments back to IC team.
Millhouse Road railway bridge – severely potholed  - resident raised question if this area is planned for resurfacing.
Martin Ashcroft from Wardens team – action to share extended wardens report in future.
